To open up knowledge and skills possessed by faculty members in
ways such as an extension lecture to residents

Guardians/residents to be appointed to school education activities
by a job-placement agency, etc.

To expose school information (security of right to know)

To disclose an individual’'s education information to oneself (security
of right to privacy)

To realize accountability for schools/teachers
School Councilor System (participation in school operations by
residents who are recommended by the principal)

To realize school participations by children, guardians and residents
(from Urano,Toyokazu, Making an Open School, Dojidaisha, 2003)
